AMENDMENT ORDINANCE # 156

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Lake Bridgeport has determined that Section 1 of Ordinance #156 and the possession portion of Section 1 of the 1987 amendment to Ordinance #156 should be repealed; and
WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the discharging of fireworks in the City of Lake Bridgeport should be allowed by adult residents, property owners, and their guests; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that discharging of fireworks should be in a prudent and responsible manner without reckless endangerment and that any person discharging fireworks should be responsible for any damage or destruction caused by the fireworks; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that minors with adult supervision should be able to participate in firework activities; and

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that a permit should be obtained to discharge fireworks that would cover a period of ten (10) days before and seven (7) days after the 4th of July and New Year’s Eve; now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LAKE BRIDGEPORT, TEXAS, THAT:

SECTION 1:  Section 1 of Ordinance #156, Discharging of Fireworks, and the word

                       “possess” in Section 1 of the 1987 amendment to Ordinance #156 are

                        repealed.

SECTION 2:  Only adult residents or property owners of the City of Lake Bridgeport and

                        their guests are allowed to discharge fireworks within the city limits in a
                        prudent and responsible manner without reckless endangerment.  Any

                        person discharging fireworks will be held solely responsible for any

                        damage or destruction caused by such fireworks.

SECTION 3:   Minors with the supervision of a responsible adult are allowed to

                        participate in the firework activities.
SECTION 4:  Anyone discharging fireworks must obtain a permit which will cover a

                        period from ten (10) days before to seven (7) days after the 4th of July and
                        New Year’s Eve.  Persons discharging fireworks without a permit are


subject to a citation and a fine up to $500.00 (five hundred dollars).
