August 3, 2010

Meeting called to order at 7:00 pm.

Old Business

1. Consider and act upon approving the minutes for July 6, 2010.
Manley Gregory made a motion to approve the minutes of the July meeting as

written.  Dwayne Slaten seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

2. Consider and act upon amending Ordinance 222 building permit fees.

An amendment was done of the building permit fees based on what the Council

had decided on at the previous meeting.  Dwayne Slaten made a motion to approve and adopt the amendment for the building permit fees.  Len Van Essen seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

New Business

1. Consider and act upon items pertaining to the SECO grant.

a. Representative from Wise Electric Co-op.

b. Energy audit

c. Presentation on energy efficiency methods.

d. Form(s) of energy efficient method to spend grant money on.

e. Date to receive bids on method chosen.

Bill Hood from Wise Electric was present and informed the Council that they are

not State certified and that the State would not accept their audit.  An energy audit for the SECO grant has to be done by a State certified/licensed auditor.  Wise Electric will do a free audit for their customers.  They will do one for the City that can be used to compare with other audits the City gets.  Dwayne Slaten made a motion for Wise Electric to do an energy audit.  Manley Gregory seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.  It was agreed for the audit to be done about 3:00 in the afternoon when the temperatures are up.  Arrangements will be made so someone can meet them at City Hall at that time.

The Council discussed the different eligible categories and the determining of what is best for the City.
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2. Consider and act upon the donation of concrete cylinders to the City.

An offer has been made to the City for concrete cylinders.  The Council discussed

how the cylinders might be used especially in landscaping around the “Welcome to Lake Bridgeport” sign.  Manley Gregory made a motion to table this until next month and for the Council to look at an area where they have been used on South Shoreline and Aqua Way.  Len Van Essen seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
3. Consider and act upon displaying signs temporarily for the 4th of July and for New Year’s concerning the requirement to have a fireworks permit.

An ordinance is already in place, and each year the number of people obtaining

permits has increased.  It is also stated on the clean-up flyer that permits are required.  The Council agreed that no further signs were needed.

and by Dan Ticer for July.  Len Van Essen seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

6. Reports from Council members, P&Z, code enforcement.

The code enforcement report was reviewed.

Paul Graff made a motion to approve the report submitted.  Manley Gregory

seconded.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
